Latin America’'s medical equipment, device and
consumables market was worth an estimated US$ 29

billion in 2016. Imports accounted for 85%-90% of this
market, with limited production for the local market in Brazil,
Mexico, Argentina and Costa Rica. As a result, the market
has had a high exposure to currency fluctuations and lost
significant purchasing power due to foreign exchange rate
devaluations across the region in 2015 and 2016.
